February 13 was a special day for us in Haiti.  We had a 
dedication service that truly was a worship time for eve-
ryone.  Our dedication was primarily to commit to God 
our resources and energy to Honor Him and live in obedi-
ence to Him.  As part of the service we took the opportu-
nity to pray over each of the staff, each of the babies we 
currently have representing all of God’s children that 
have and will pass through this home and to give thanks 
for the facility we have to do our work.   
 
The nannies formed a choir and sang for us.  Antonio and 
friends led us in worship with both English and Creole  
songs .  Jan shared about why COTP was started and how 
great the need is.   Then several of the staff shared how 
COTP has blessed them personally and the community 
around us. And how God has been faithful to answer 
many prayers that have been offered since before we ar-
rived in Haiti.  One of our board members also shared 
how he sees this outreach as being a very real tool in 
changing Haiti one child at a time.  In twenty years this 
will seem to be  a very obvious statement.  
 

Something else that was important to us was to recognize  
the other missionaries  in Haiti that have gone before us 
and are currently working there now.  They have all had a 
part in making what we do possible.  It is very important 
to work as a team on any mission field.    We do not own 
our ministry but share in the  responsibility to reach the 
nation.  We are blessed to have so many working near us 
and to have them at this service. 
 
We had over 30 people from the states also join us on this 
day.  I feel they represent all of you that have been so sup-
portive over the last 5 years in making  this outreach so 
successful.    I don’ t think it is possible to count the hun-
dreds of lives that have been impacted by  the work in 
Haiti.

We wanted to show you a comparison of the differences in size of babies that we receive.  The first footprint is 
of Reubens, a healthy little boy we received when his mother died.  He is 13 months old. 
The second footprint is of Joudlyn, “Jody” , is when he is 6 weeks old.  He was recovering from a severe bout 
of pneumonia and septicemia and just starting to gain weight.  He weighed 5 pounds 8 ounces at 6 weeks.  
Less than most full-term newborns. 
The third footprint is Myrlanda.  She is 13 months old and 7 pounds.  She came to us weighing little over 2 1/2 
pounds with a severe third degree burn on her head.  She has struggled with reflux and consequent weight gain 
as her burn healed.  The burn didn’ t heal completely until she was 10 months old.   
 
The right kind of nutrition is costly, but plays a vital part of the care that our babies receive.  It keeps them 
healthy and can return ill ones to health.  The babies with developmental delays seem to catch up quickly  
when they receive the right infant formula and vitamins.  The sponsorship of these babies helps a lot in getting 
the right formula and food for us to use for these babies. 



All of the children in our care have come to us in need. Several of them have special medical needs of one kind or an-
other. We are very excited to say we are working on a medical visa for two of our little ones. Little Moise is 2 years old 
and has a problem with his right arm. We were told that he could have possibly broken his arm and it never properly 
healed. We are working on a medical visa for him to get the needed surgery so he is able to use his arm to it’s full extent.  
Myrlanda is a little one year old who has trouble gaining weight. She is currently at 7 lbs. We hope to be able to get her a 
visa to see a GI specialist. Not only does Myrlanda have problems with her weight she also has a severe burn on her head 
that will require plastic surgery. We have been able to find two wonderful doctors and host families willing to care for 
them.  However, it will cost us nearly $800 each to obtain their visas and fly them to the states. We are looking for peo-
ple willing to help with this unexpected cost.  

Medical Visa’s 

A few weeks ago a Haitian teacher came to us to ask 
if we could use her services.  This woman teaches 
nutrition and infant development at Sister Bianne’s 
early childhood program in Cap-Haitian.  We’ve now 
hired her to come 2 to 3 times a week to work with 
the nannies and babies in a variety of areas of devel-
opment.  The nannies say the babies are going to 
“school” .  They sing songs, read books, and talk 
about ways to improve the babies care nutritionally 
as well as mentally and physically.

After months of waiting everything worked 
out and we were able to pick it up and drive it back to 
Cap-Haitian. It is such a blessing to now have reliable 
transportation.

It sits high, has a strong suspension, and a diesel en-
gine which is ideal for the deep holes in our road and 
for all the mud and water we encounter. Bringing kids 
to the hospital, buying supplies, picking up volunteers 
from the airport don©t seem like such chores anymore. 
God has truly blessed us with this truck. He continu-
ally has His hand on the work being done here and on 
the children and staff.
