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What COTP is doing in Cambodia.

Why am I talking about Cambodia and not just Haiti?  Basically, because someone asked if we could help.  We didn't know, but we were will-
ing to listen.  So what have we done and what will we do? 
 

Brice Bakker and I went to Cambodia in September and again in February with wives, Sara and Jan at the invitation of a Cambodian Christian 
ministry that wanted help with orphaned children. They had heard what we were doing in Haiti and asked if it could be done in their country.  
We came away from both trips very impressed with what we saw in the church there.   I am talking about how Christians in that country are 
committed to following God, spreading the gospel (we saw over 700 people baptized in one afternoon), and reaching out to each other.  The 
field is so ripe and we need to support and encourage  Cambodian Christians. 
 

Brice taught  skills to many men, mostly on repairing mopeds, so they could have working machines and skills to work for others, to make 
some income.   We left money to rebuild a church and  a new home for a widow.  Jan treated several kids for snake bite, ringworm, and many 
infections, and left medicine with pastors to share with those in their churches. 
We pledged annual support for the national leader who oversees more than 40 churches.  This will allow him to concentrate on ministry and not 
have to work outside to support his family. 
 

Now , I like mango trees, a lot!  The fruit is great, the shade is cool and they have a unique look.  Having 
said that I would not want one for my house.  Taim (age 5) does not have that choice.  We found him living 
under a mango tree with his grandmother.  Several years ago Taim's mother left him to work as a prostitute 
out of desperation.  No one has heard from her since and many think she may not be alive.  The business is 
that dangerous.  During the day his grandmother begs on the street for whatever they can get to live on and 
Taim hangs around the tree.  They live or perch on a 4 ft. x 6 ft. deck about two feet off the ground.  When 
it rains he gets wet, when the temperature drops, he gets chilled, and when the wind blows, he is the first to 
know.  This is a sad story, and it's what we found February, 2008. 
 

Taim & so many kids like him need 15 dollars a month support to be fed, go to school and have basic 
clothes and medicine. A 500 dollar gift would repair a church or put up a new home for a widow. 
 

In case someone is wondering, we are not doing any less with Haiti.  That is still very important to us.  We 
are expanding in another country.  Haiti is still a daily involvement for us. Taim & Jan by his “home”

This will give us much 
needed space to house additional long term volunteers.  This  can 
be completely finished and furnished for $50 per square foot.  
The 1200 square foot addition will greatly increase our ability to 
provide a area for these dedicated volunteers.  Would you please 
consider “building” this with us? 

Food & supply costs: 
As many of you in North America are experiencing higher costs, 
this seems to be accentuated in Haiti. Food costs have more than 
doubled on most items. And the cost of  gasoline is over 7 US 
dollars a gallon which in turn makes transportation more expen-
sive.
