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     Since the dedication of our facility in February, we 
have seen a lot of changes.  Last year we averaged about 
30 -35 children in our care.  A few weeks after moving 
the volunteer staff into the new guesthouse in Feb., we 
added another room for babies in the baby house.  Our 
census is growing and growing.  We now average around 
48 babies.  Many of these new ones are very ill or prema-
ture babies.  The preemies come from homes or after be-
ing abandoned at the hospital.  They weigh between 2 
and 3 pounds.  These tiny ones stay in the guesthouse 
with the long-term volunteers so they can be monitored 
day and night.   
 
     We’ve also added Haitian staff, bringing our paid Hai-
tian staff to over 40.  We even have one very sick little 
girl who is in isolation in one of the huts with one to one 
staff.    We also added 3 teachers who come twice a week 
and a physical therapist who is working with our children 
with special needs.  We feel blessed that the Haitian com-
munity sees us as a place of healing and a chance for life 
for these babies.  However, the costs in caring for this 
many have gone up.  The additional infant formula for 
the babies, the food for all the babies and staff, the diesel 
needed to run the generator and our vehicle, and the sala-
ries for additional Haitian staff.   Then there are the medi-
cal expenses for lab tests, hospital stays, and medical ex-
ams for the babies.  We do most medical care at our facil-
ity, but if a baby becomes severely ill, we bring them to 
Hopital Sacre’  Couer.   
 
     Our current basic expenses are over $14,000.00 per 
month.  No American or Canadian volunteers receive any 
salary.  All the monies go into care of the babies and the 
running of the infant care center. This does not include 
any improvements or work on our facility. 

     Recently we had the U.N. Police and the Haitian police 
from Milot come to our facility to investigate a complaint 
from a woman that we had stolen her baby.  They came in 
and we gladly showed them our babies and how our chil-
dren were cared for.  And, also, that our goal is to return 
children to the families that were actively involved in their 
lives.  The mother, after being reprimanded by the authori-
ties, left with her sick child that she had originally aban-
doned for a week.  The Police asked us if we had other fa-
cilities like COTP in North Haiti.  We said, “No” .  They 
told us that there needs to be an infant care center like 
COTP in every district.  They were very impressed and 
supportive of this work.   
 
     However, we need a lot of help to continue.  You have 
made it possible to us to get this far. The dedication of 
COTP in February was not the end of a project, but the 
beginning of growth.  The last 10 sick babies we’ve re-
ceived all had their mothers die within the first months of 
their lives.

Special Needs 
 

We currently have 5 children with cerebral palsy.  Two more children have muscle 
weakness and some spastic movement.  Another child is hearing impaired and an-
other has seizures.  Nine children with special needs cause us to evaluate what 
more we can do for them.   Our first choice is to find adoptive families for them, 
but in the meantime, we need to do the best we can with therapies.  We have been 
able to get a chair and 3 special seats on wheels.  If any of you have any of the fol-
lowing or know how to obtain it, please let us know.     
Standers, non-glass mirrors for the walls, durable mats, chairs for children age 2-4 
who cannot sit, bath seat on wheels, and form pillows.  

But, improvements have been occurring also.  The U.N. troops from 
Chile turned this former huge garbage dump into a soccer field.   It’ s 
always filled with children playing soccer with any kind of ball they can 
find or make.  It’ s a wonderful way to keep the children off the streets, 
literally.
