          After many weeks of gathering supplies, sorting 
donations, and packing and repacking the container which 
was loaded and shipped on February 9, it finally arrived at 
our compound in Haiti six weeks later. The staff and vol-
unteers unloaded the many great gifts you so generously 
provided. We received over 25 gift containers full of the 
much needed daily supplies for the babies! We were over-
whelmed with the huge response from all of you. We 
were also able to purchase and send down a Kubota trac-
tor that is being used to pull a trailer for the nannies every 
morning. It is also great to have this around for yard work 
and other projects. The staff in Haiti said it felt like 
Christmas because of all the wonderful gifts and supplies 
for the children and staff. The toddlers received a new 
playground set, riding toys, and wagons. A lot of special 
needs therapy equipment; 
standers, walkers, chairs, 
etc, were also donated and 
are an amazing blessing for 
our children who use them 
daily. Thanks to all who 
helped us with this project, 
either financially, or with 
donations of supplies. It is a 
great encouragement and 
reminder to us that COTP is 
not the work of a few but 
the work of MANY compassionate friends. We could not 
do this without your continuous help and support Praise 
God!  

HIV program at Milot 
 
              For the six years that we have been in the Cap-
Haitien area, we have never had access to an HIV/AIDS 
program for numerous babies who come to us and test posi-
tive for HIV.  
Specific blood tests are 
needed to determine if the 
baby will benefit from 
antiretroviral drugs. The 
closest place we knew of 
was 3 hours away on terri-
ble roads. Because the lab 
tests need to be redone 
fairly often. Therefore, we 
couldn't get our babies into 
this program.  
We found out recently that 
Hopital Sacre-Couer in 
Milot now has a program 
to treat and counsel people 
with HIV and AIDS. They 
also give out antiretroviral 
drugs for AIDS when ap-
plicable. This is an enor-
mous asset to our area! Two of our babies have already been 
evaluated and one is receiving medication.  
This is something we have been trying to find for our babies 
for a long, long time. It's a real answer to prayer for not only 
our children, but those living with HIV and AIDS in north-
ern Haiti.  
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             Lab Technician a blessing to COTP 
 

             Many people ask us about the medical aspect of 
caring for over 50 babies. It has its many challenges, espe-
cially with the difficulties of transportation and getting sup-
plies. However, COTP has been blessed by many Haitian 
medical professionals. One of those people is Farrano Jo-
seph. Joseph is a well trained and highly skilled lab techni-
cian with whom we have built a close relationship. We do 
routine lab tests on all of our children when they first come 
to COTP and sometimes we do repeat tests a few months 
later. It is a lot of work to transport all of our kids to town 
just to get blood drawn for lab tests. Joseph graciously trav-
els out to our place with all of his supplies and now draws 
the blood for our children right at our compound! Through 
his commitment to the children of Haiti and the work of 
COTP he saves us many hours of traveling with children to 
Cap-Haitien. Send a prayer of thanks to God for Joseph and 
the other Haitian medical professionals we work with. They 
literally are Life-Savers!

Two-year old Nadia is just a joy to have around. She sings through the day 
her own versions of "Dan-ce, Dan-ce Papillon (butterfly)" and Happy Birth-
day (sometimes mixed together!) and loves to still recite the names of her 
roommates, Ma-Ga-Die!, Ca-Leb, Ca-Sa-Dra, A-Na-Do...and she has now 
added "Ta-Co!" Helarious. She wants to look at the COTP calendar on the 
wall each day which is currently on the "CA-Leb!" month.  
She loves her dolls and puppets and gives them kisses and hugs before 
walking them around the room for kisses from anyone and everyone else 
around. It's quite cute to see Grandpas or Uncles kissing little kitten pup-
pets on Nadia's prompting! When she says "Bo!", you better Bo (Kiss)! She 
is equally good at giving tender kisses to Mommy and is working up her 
courage to even kiss Poppy. Usually if Poppy kisses Mommy, she'll ask for 
a kiss from Poppy too.  
She sleeps very, very well - usually 10-12 hours per night plus a one-hour 
nap during the day. That's my kind of girl! She loves to get her bath, get all 
lubed up with Cocoa Butter (beacuse she has become alligator baby since 
her arrival in Dry, Dry MN!) and brush her teeth - usually twice, before story 
time and night-night time. It is clear that this kid had a great routine at 
COTP and has thrived here with a similar routine in place.  
Nadia joined both of our families for our Easter celebrations and charmed 
the crowd in both homes. She sat down at the piano at her Grandparent's 

house and started to play with both hands, black and white keys in little melodies....quite honestly, it actually freaked most of us out! 
She played for about a minute, then stood up on the piano bench to turn the page on the sheet music resting on the piano!! It was like 
she knew exactly what she was doing with absolutely no prompting. Robin - do you know if she has seen people playing the piano 
before?? It was pretty amazing and prompted several suggestions that piano 
lessons might be in order for our little munchkin. We won't be signing her up 
for anything except a whole lot of loving for the next several weeks, but you 
never know what her future holds!  
Overall, we have gained a profound respect for what COTP is doing in the 
lives of the children of Lagosette, Haiti. Nadia is an angel baby and we are 
humbly blessed to have received her from her first TRUE home, COTP. We 
consider it nothing short of a miraculous priviledge that we get to raise her 
from here on.  
For those of you still waiting for your children and wondering if you're losing 
precious time with them, rest assured that they come home healthy and 
happy and ready to join their new families. COTP layed a tremendous foun-
dation on which we can build in Nadia's amazing little life and heart. She 
clearly had trustworthy care and attachments that she was able to very 
smoothly transfer to her new family members. That speaks volumes for what 
COTP instilled in her in the 2+ years she was in their care.  
For those of you waiting, they really do come home. I remember everyone 
who said over and over again that all the waiting just melts away once your 
child is in your arms. At the time it was no consolation to me, but I have to tell you,  
it is true.  
While you wait, if I might suggest (something we should have done more) - if you're the praying type, pray for your child's nannies. 
These nannies are an amazing influence in our children's lives. If you don't know who they are, ask for their names and pray for them 
by name. They are AMAZING individuals making a huge difference in these kids day to day lives. Having seen them in action on our 
various visits to COTP and now holding the "fruit" of their labor, I am forever grateful. Pray also for the staff and volunteers at your 
child's Creche. They work tirelessly on behalf of our children and in our places until we can actually get them.

Three of 
them have gone on to their adoptive parents in the U.S. and one is in the  
U.S. on a medical visa. We try to be a home to these children, yet we are thankful when each one is 
healthy and ready to make the transition back to their families again.
