              September 8 we wel-
comed a new member to our 
volunteer staff in Haiti.  Ar-
lyn Koopmans is from 
Smithers, BC and is in 
charge of property mainte-
nance.  Arlyn is very skilled 
and fits right in with the staff 
in Haiti.  We enjoy having 
him around and are so grate-
ful for the commitment he 
has made to COTP. 

Testing for our HIV+ Babies: 
 

              In the past, we have never been able to know, before a child is 18 months old, if they are truly HIV positive or if it is just 
their mother’s antibodies that are making them appear positive.  This makes it difficult to properly treat them.  Over the last 6 months 
a close friend of ours and student at John Hopkins has been in contact with the laboratory at John Hopkins.  He took a lot of time and 
effort talking to the lab about making it possible for us to get the definitive PCR testing for our kids and for the kids in the HIV pro-
gram at Milot Hospital.  This test shows, as young as a newborn, if the child is 
truly HIV positive or not.  This involves sending dried blood samples to John 
Hopkins where they test them and give us the results in a matter of weeks.  We 
are so thankful for Brad and all of his hard work at getting this set up for us!  We 
tested our 5 HIV positive babies and found out that 2 of those are actually HIV 
negative and 3 are truly HIV positive.  We can now seek the proper treatment for 
those 3 children and rejoice over the 2 babies that are negative!!  Please keep our 
HIV positive babies in your prayers: Samuel, 20 months old, Jeniflore, 18 
months old, and Christy, 21 months old.  At this point they are all stable and do-
ing very well.  Samuel and Jeniflore are receiving the HIV drugs from the HIV 
program at Milot Hospital.  Christy’s HIV is presenting in a different way and 
she has been able to stay strong and healthy without the medication at this point.
