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Christmas in Haiti 
             Christmas is just around the 
corner and many people are asking 
what can they do for Children of the 
Promise. We have put together a pro-
ject for individuals to become involved 
with the children this season.  
             Children of the Promise infant 
care facility sits on nearly 7 acres of 
land.  We have the front 3 acres fenced 
in for our buildings and living area.  
This leaves nearly 4 acres in the back 
that we aren’ t really using.  We’ve 
fenced most of it off using chain link 
fence and have some of our neighbor’s 
cows grazing there.  
             Last school year, some Whitworth College students were involved in class that wrote grants to help us get an or-
chard started.  We’ve had to wait with planting until these months coming up because we are entering the rainy season.  
We want to expand the amount of trees we plant also.      We’ ll need to get more fencing in place so that the cows can 

still graze in some areas without eating our trees and to pro-
tect the orchard from other stray goats or horses.   
             Then we’d like to plant trees indigenous to our 
area, trees such as orange, grapefruit, avocado, banana, 
lemon, citron (lime), breadfruit, guava, and maybe pineap-
ple plants. Some of the fruit is used for juice or eating and 
some will be sold in our community or in Cap-Haitian.  
Once the trees are established, which will be a couple of 
years, we’ ll see about putting some vegetables under the 
trees.  In our tropical heat, vegetables need to be shaded. 
             You can help us make this orchard a reality by giv-
ing just $10 per tree in the name of a child. The photo 
above is the space we would like to see grown for His 
Glory.

Looking Ahead 
 

             One of our goals has been to provide for the physical, emotional and spiritual needs of the infants that 
come to us.  Over the last 6 months we have been maintaining a census of 50 children.  We have nearly 50 Haitian staff 

including nannies, cooks, teachers and others.  We feel 
we’d like to add a part time Haitian pastor to our staff 
as well.  To help meet more of the spiritual needs that 
we have with our nannies as well as the children’s bio-
logical families.  
             For the physical needs, we are seeing the need 
to expand.  Several areas we work in already are:  Chil-
dren 2 to 4 years old with moderate to severe special 
needs, infants in critical condition recovering from life-
threatening diseases, infants and toddlers at various de-
velopmental levels.  They all require different types of 
care with special equipment and care givers.   We have 
discussed the possibility of building a second child care 
home on our property towards the back, near the new 
orchard we want to plant.  This would allow for a lot of 
expansion, yet we’d be close enough to oversee the 
care and needs of the children and staff in both build-
ings.  As with our current home, it would be handi-
capped accessible and versatile enough to care for the 

various needs of ill children.  Please pray as to how you could help make this possible.  There are no other places for 
these children who are sick and have special needs to go in North Haiti.
